As you sald, Mr, , 1ts & very large and complicated problem,
There is no gingle or simple solution to it, I do feel that we can begin
to find solutions if we understand some of the causes, The basic cause of
hate is fear, Fesr comes from distrust, and distrust stems from prejulice
and ignorance, We all tend to distrust someone whose philosophies and
methods are different from owr own, Unfortunately, about all we may know
about the people in s far-off country are some of the supervicial
differencesg in their thinking and ours, We seldom have an opportunity to
learn their similarities and common ideals,

Do you mean that we should offer a blind trust in human nature in return
for those who would destroy our system of govermment, and our way of living,
if given half = chance?

Not a bit! Let me answer you by asking & hypothetical question, Two men
are walking separately through an area that is heavily infested with snakes,
Both of them hate snakes - but one of them has always shut his eyes to
their very existence, He knows nothing sbout them, The other, however,
has carefully studied their habitse. He can tell the difference between the
poisonous and non-poisonous at a glance, He even knows what to do in case
he should be bitten, Now, frankly, which of those men has the greatest

chance of surviwval?

I see what you mean, Then you feel that education--learning more about
other people and understanding them--is the key to overcoming fear and
hatred?

I would say that it is one of the keys, Ancther is to understand surselves
better, B8till ancther is to help other people understand us, Remember,
