Ho, €, I'm not that optimistic, BPubt records show that a very small
percentage of "repeater" criminals had their first conflict with the law
after they were 21 vears old,

Thatts true,

Court reccrds make 1t pretty clear that 1f we get our boys ani girls

gstarted on the right path, they will probably stay there, Every youngsier
we keep from going bad is worth thousands of dollars in savings to taxpayers,
The first problem 1sn't money, as I see it, but to decide what's needed--
and that means learning what makes youngsters go wrong, so that we can
correct the evil,

There's no one certain answer to that, A, The causes of juvenile delingquency
here in (Name of City) may be wvastly different from what they are some place
else, The extent of the problem varles from city to city, and so does the
form, When I first became interested in juvenile delinquency preventionm,

I learned one thing in shert crder--that there is no formula to fellew in
correcting the problem,

That'e right, B, Working with variocus civic groups has glven us soms
understanding of the local problem, but we have had to face the fact that
boys and girls differ just ae much as adults--and that you can't make a set
of rules to correct their faulte, Handling youth 1s a humen problem, so it
