Due to the efforts of Rotary and its partners, the world is on the threshold of ending polio forever – making it only the second disease after smallpox to be eradicated. 

To date, Rotary has contributed more than $1 billion and countless volunteer hours to immunize more than 2 billion children -- and our work continues. Rotary clubs worldwide continue to raise funds for critical polio eradication activities.
In our ongoing efforts to raise awareness for polio eradication, we have coordinated with other iconic structures worldwide to spread the end polio message. Over the last two years, we projected the End Polio Now message on the Sydney Opera House, the British House of Parliament, the Roman Colosseum, the Great Pyramid of Khafre, the Wrigley Building and several castles in Scotland.
