the Capital Guardian Non-U.S. Equity Fund due 
to a change in the non-U.S. equity mandate 
from MSCI EAFE to MSCI.

Mayo, Van Otterloo & Co. LLC (GMO) to 
invest 50% of the proceeds in its International 
Equity Allocation Fund, Class III;

Management LLC to invest 50% of the 
proceeds in its International Equity II Strategy;

31. Updates to the Rotary Code of Policies  
 
Statement: In decision 197, February 1999, the Board 
requested the general secretary, at the conclusion of 
each Board meeting, to review the decisions taken by 
the Board at that meeting and to prepare a report listing 
the decisions that might be added to the Rotary Code of 
Policies. Accordingly, the general secretary provided 
suggested amendments to the Code based upon de-
cisions taken by the Board at its June and “July” 
meetings. 
 
DECISION:   The Board, to record the decisions that it 
has taken previously, amends the Rotary Code of 
Policies as shown in Appendix F, filed only with the 
official copy of these minutes. 
 
32. Appointment of Foundation Trustees 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 29.010.5. re-
quires the president-elect to submit to the Board for 
approval at its November meeting the names of those he 
is appointing as Foundation trustees. 
 
DECISION:  The Board approves the Rotarians sug-
gested by President-elect Kenny to serve as Rotary 
Foundation Trustees effective 1 July 2009. 
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33. Board Meetings in 2009-10 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 28.030.2. 
provides that the Board “shall review and determine the 
dates and places of meetings of the Board annually at its 
November meeting preceding the Rotary year in which 
the meetings will be held.” President-elect Kenny 
submitted his tentative plans for Board meetings in 2009–
10.  
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. agrees that it shall meet during 2009-10 as follows:

(Directors, Directors-elect and spouses); 

 
2. authorizes the 2009-10 president to adjust the above 

dates and sites, if circumstances require. 
 
34. Proposed RI Committee Structure for 2009-10  
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 30.040.4. 
requests the president-elect to submit the proposed RI 
committee structure for the following Rotary year to the 
Board for review at its November meeting.  
 
DECISION:   The Board thanks the president-elect for 
the review of his recommendations for RI committees in 
2009-10. 
 
35. Election Review Committee Report 
 
Statement: Since the Board’s June 2008 meeting, the 
Election Review Committee had reviewed three 
complaints concerning district governor elections. In 
accordance with Board policy, President Lee, in 
consultation with the committee chair, appointed three-
member panels of the Election Review Committee to 
review each complaint and provide a recommendation 
to the Board at this meeting. 
 
 
 
 

DECISION:   The Board 
 
1. receives the complaint of the Rotary Club of 

Tiruchirapalli Cantonment, India, (District 3000) 
concerning the selection of the 2010-11 governor 
and 

 
a. finds that the challenge to the selection of the 

nominating committee lacked the required 
number of concurrences; 

 
b. finds that the issues raised in the complaint are 

without merit; 
 
c. dismisses the complaint of the Rotary Club of 

Tiruchirapalli and confirms the selection by the 
district nominating committee of Rotarian T. 
Valliappan as the 2010-11 governor of District 
3000; 

 
d. notes with concern that certain documents 

submitted with the complaint appear to be 
forgeries and request the general secretary to 
seek an explanation as to these irregularities; 

 
2. receives the complaint of the Rotary Club of 

Calcutta North Suburban, India, (District 3291) 
concerning the selection of the 2010-11 governor 
and 

 
a. finds the issues concerning the district nomi-

nating committee process raised in the 
complaint to be unsubstantiated, irrelevant, or 
insufficient to merit further action; 

 
b. dismisses the complaint of the Rotary Club of 

Calcutta North Suburban and confirms the 
selection of Rotarian Rajendra Khandelwal as 
the 2010-11 governor of District 3291; 

 
3. receives the complaint of the Rotary Club of 

Torreón, Coahuila, Mexico (District 4110) con-
cerning the selection of the 2009-10 governor and 

 
a. finds sufficient evidence that Rotarian Gustavo 

Flores and members of his club violated RI 
Bylaws section 10.060.1. by promoting his 
candidacy for governor at a district meeting; 

 
b. finds also that past governor Ramon Torres had 

no authority to waive the requirement in RI 
Bylaws section 13.020.9. that a challenging 
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candidate obtain a sufficient number of club 
concurrences; 

 
c. therefore, pursuant to its authority in the RI 

Bylaws: 
 

1) voids the election of Rotarian Gustavo 
Flores as the 2009-10 governor of District 
4110 and, by a two-thirds vote, disqualifies 
him from serving as governor in 2009-10;   

 
2) admonishes past governor Ramon Torres 

for violating RI Bylaws section 13.020.9.;  
 
3) elects Rotarian Javier Ruiz as the 2009-10 

governor of District 4110; 
 

d. requests Governor Salvador Caballero to circu-
late information to the clubs in District 4110 on 
the RI Bylaws prohibition on campaigning, 
canvassing, and electioneering; and to take such 
other action as appropriate to remind present 
and future district officers that no RI Bylaws 
can be waived by the governor; 

 
e. requests the general secretary to obtain infor-

mation as to why District 4110 was a year late 
in selecting its 2009-10 governor; 

 
4. thanks members of the Election Review Committee 

and liaison Director Jackson Hsieh for their ongoing 
efforts to assist the Board in resolving election 
complaints. 

 
36. Report of Nominating Committee for RI 

President 
 
Statement: In decision 148, January 2008, the Board 
outlined procedures for an RI presidential candidate 
interview process, and requested the 2008 Nominating 
Committee chairman to provide a report to the Board at 
this meeting on the success of these new procedures. 
The chairman solicited comments from the 34-member 
committee after the committee met and provided his 
report to the Board. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. receives the report of the chairman of the Nom-

inating Committee for RI President and thanks the 
committee members for their comments; 

 

2. notes that of the comments received, a majority 
disapproved of the candidate interview procedures 
that were established by Board decision 148, 
January 2008, and a majority believed that the 
committee membership should be reduced back to 
17. 

 
37. Sectioned Zones and Director Nominating 

Committees 
 
Statement: Under the new zones structure, five 
sectioned zones are scheduled to select members of 
their 2009-10 nominating committee for director. RI 
Bylaws provide for zones to limit the membership of 
this committee to the districts in the section(s) of the 
zone if a majority of districts in each section of the 
zone—by resolutions adopted at their district con-
ferences—agree to the selection from such sections(s). 
The general secretary must receive this certified request 
by 1 March in the year preceding the formation of the 
committee. Rotarians in new Zone 10 had asked if there 
was a way to limit the size of their nominating commit-
tee during this year’s selection process. 
 
DECISION:   The Board 
 
1. acknowledges that in accordance with RI Bylaws 

section 12.020.1., the governors in newly sectioned 
zones 4, 6, 10, 13, and 22 may seek the approval of 
their member clubs to limit membership on the 
director nominating committee only to the section 
of the zone from which the next director is to be 
nominated; 

 
2. agrees that, should the governors in zones 4, 6, 10, 

13, and 22 wish to pursue this option during 2008-
09 to become effective for the 2009-10 director 
nominating committees, this matter must be decided 
via ballots-by-mail circulated by the governors to 
the clubs; 

 
3. pursuant to authority granted in RI Bylaws section 

12.020.11., sets a deadline of 30 January 2009 for 
receipt by the general secretary of any such 
approval to limit the membership on the nominating 
committee in 2009-10, as reported by the governors; 

 
4. agrees that if a majority of districts in each section 

of a zone agree to limit membership on the director 
nominating committee, the general secretary shall 
so inform the governors in the zone, and only those 
sections of zones that are scheduled to nominate a 
director in 2009-10 (zones 4A, 6A, 10A, 13B, and 
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22A) shall proceed to select committee members in 
accordance with RI Bylaws section 12.020.; 

 
5. agrees that if there is no majority agreement of 

districts in each section of the zone to limit 
membership on the director nominating committee, 
the general secretary shall remind all governors in 
the zone of their responsibility to select members of 
the 2009-10 director nominating committee, one 
from each district, in accordance with RI Bylaws 
section 12.020. 

 
38. Operations Review Committee Report  
 
Statement: The Operations Review Committee met on 
29 September – 1 October 2008, in Evanston, Illinois 
USA. Chairman Stan Tempelaars presented the commit-
tee’s report to the Board. The Board’s Executive 
Committee recommended that the general secretary 
receive a copy of the Operations Review Committee 
report when the Board receives the report so that he can 
provide comments and respond to questions when it is 
discussed at a Board meeting. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. thanks the Operations Review Committee for its 

report; 
 
2. agrees that the general secretary should receive a 

copy of the written report of the Operations Review 
Committee at the same time as the Board; 

 
3. amends the terms of reference for the Operations 

Review Committee as shown in Rotary Code of 
Policies section 30.075., as follows: 

 
30.075. Operations Review Committee  
The terms of reference for the Operations 
Review Committee shall be as follows: 

 
Reporting Responsibilities 
The Operations Review Committee reports to 
the Board of Directors.  Following each 
meeting of the committee, the chair of the 
committee (or a member of the committee 
designated by the chair) shall report in person to 
the Board of Directors at the Board’s next 
available meeting. A written report summa-
rizing the committee’s deliberations and stating 
the committee’s recommendations taken at each 
meeting regarding financial or operational 
matters shall be provided to each member of the 

Board of Directors and the general secretary 
within sixty days following the conclusion of 
such meeting.  The chair of the committee may 
send such report to each member of the Board 
of Directors directly rather than through the 
general secretary.  If applicable, any of the 
committee’s deliberations and recommen-
dations taken at each meeting regarding 
confidential personnel or operational matters 
shall be presented orally to the Board at the 
Board’s next available meeting, with the 
general secretary present when required.

39. Proposed Enactment to the 2010 Council on 

Legislation: To Amend the Terms of Reference 
for the Strategic Planning Committee 

 
Statement: A director recommended that the Board sub-
mit a proposed enactment to the 2010 Council on 
Legislation that would add a seventh member to the 
Strategic Planning Committee and eliminate its liaison 
director. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. agrees to submit to the 2010 Council on Legislation 

the following: 
 

PROPOSED ENACTMENT 10- 
 
To amend the terms of reference for the Strategic 
Planning Committee  
 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI  
 
IT IS ENACTED by Rotary International that the 
BYLAWS OF ROTARY INTERNATIONAL be and 
hereby are amended as follows (page 238 MOP) 
 
Article 16  Committees 
 
16.100. Strategic Planning Committee. 
The board shall appoint a strategic planning committee 
to be composed of six seven members, each six of 
whom shall serve a single term for a six-year period 
with two members appointed every other year.  The 
committee shall include a current member of the board 
to be appointed annually.  No member of the committee 
shall be a past president or current member of the board 
or a Rotary Foundation trustee.  Membership shall be 
selected so that qualifications provide a balance in 
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membership with Rotarians experienced in long-term 
planning, RI programs and activities, and financial 
management.  The committee shall meet once per year 
at such time and place and upon such notice as may be 
determined by the president, the board or the chairman 
of the committee, and if deemed necessary by the 
president or the board, additional times during the year 
at such times and places and upon such notice as may be 
determined by the president or the board.  The strategic 
planning committee shall develop, recommend and 
update a strategic plan for consideration by the board, 
survey Rotarians and clubs not less than every three 
years in discharge of its duties to review and make 
recommendations to the board pertaining to the strategic 
plan, review and counsel the president-elect on the 
program for the upcoming year to determine whether 
such program is consistent with the strategic plan, and 
undertake other duties assigned by the board; it shall 
take into account studies of the change in the number of 
potential Rotarians on each continent, including in 
countries that may open soon to expansion, in order to 
predict the impact of such change on the membership in 
each zone. 
 
16.100.1. Liaison to Committee. 
The president shall consider appointing a liaison from 
the board to such committee who shall serve for two 
years.

The Board Council on Legislation Advisory Committee 
met on 31 October 2008 in Evanston, Illinois, USA, and 
made several recommendations to the Board. 
 
40. Authority of the President to Act on Behalf of 

the Board in Legislative Matters 
 
Statement: Because various Council-related matters 
requiring Board approval may arise between Board 
meetings, the Council on Legislation Advisory Commit-
tee recommended that that Board grant authority to the 

president to act on its behalf on any such issues until the 
Board’s next meeting. 
 
DECISION:   The Board authorizes the 2008-09 pres-
ident, with the consent of the chair of the Board Council 
Advisory Committee, to act on its behalf until the 
Board’s January 2009 meeting with respect to all 
matters relating to the Council on Legislation, including 
submitting legislation proposed on the Board’s behalf. 
 
41. Board Proposals 
 
Statement: The Council on Legislation Advisory Com-
mittee reviewed numerous items of legislation 
tentatively submitted to the Council by the Board as 
well as other items of legislation the Board would 
consider at this November meeting. 
 
DECISION:   The Board agrees to submit to the 2010 
Council on Legislation the items of proposed legislation 
as shown in Appendix G. 
 
42. Withdrawal of Legislation 
 
Statement: In decision 235, June 2008, the Board 
tentatively agreed to submit to the 2010 Council on 
Legislation a proposed enactment that would revise 
district voting procedures for the selection of Council 
representatives. Noting that this legislation was the 
result of district officer election disputes, the Council on 
Legislation Advisory Committee recommended that the 
Board consider withdrawing this proposal, because it 
would be unduly restrictive on all new clubs when only 
a few new clubs were originally involved in the dispute 
that had prompted the legislation. 
 
DECISION:  The Board rescinds its decision 235, June 
2008, “To revise district voting procedures,” which it 
had tentatively agreed to submit as proposed legislation 
to the 2010 Council.

Constitution and Bylaws Committee Report 

 
The Constitution and Bylaws Committee met on 22-23 
September 2008 in Evanston, Illinois, USA, and made 
several recommendations to the Board. 
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43. To Allow Districts in RIBI to Be Placed in a 
Zone with Non-RIBI Districts 

 
Statement: The provisions in the RI Bylaws that provide 
for the selection of director and member of the 
Nominating Committee for RI President in RIBI do not 
provide for voting rights procedures for a district that is 
part of an RIBI zone but not part of RIBI (under the 
new zones structure, Belgium and Luxembourg are part 
of Zone 18).  In decision 231, June 2008, the Board 
requested the Constitution and Bylaws Committee to 
draft legislation for possible submission to the 2010 
Council on Legislation that would allow districts in 
RIBI to be placed in a zone with non-RIBI districts 
while still retaining their current method of voting for 
RI officers, for review by the Board at this meeting. 
 
DECISION:   The Board agrees to submit to the 2010 
Council on Legislation the following: 
 

PROPOSED ENACTMENT 10- 
 
To amend RIBI provisions for the election of RI officers 
 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI  
 
IT IS ENACTED by Rotary International that the 
BYLAWS OF ROTARY INTERNATIONAL be and 
hereby are amended as follows (page 212 MOP) 
 
Article 11  Nominations and Elections for President 
 
11.020. Nominating Committee for President. 
 
11.020.1. How Constituted. 
The nominating committee for president shall consist of 
34 members from the 34 zones constituted for the 
nomination of RI directors. 
 
11.020.2. Member from RIBI. 
The member from a zone wholly within RIBI shall be 
elected by the clubs of that zone either at the annual 
conference of RIBI or by a postal ballot ballot-by-mail 
in such form and at such time as the general council of 
RIBI shall determine.  The name of such member shall 
be certified to the general secretary by the secretary of 
RIBI. 
 
(and pages 218-219 MOP) 
 
Article 12  Nominations and Elections for Directors 
 
 

12.010. Nominations for Directors by Zones. 
Nominations for directors shall be by zones, as 
hereinafter provided: 
 
12.010.6. Sections Within Zones. 
The board may create, modify, or eliminate sections in 
zones in order to rotate in a fair manner the directorship 
within a zone.  These sections shall nominate RI direc-
tors on a schedule determined by the board that is based 
on an approximate equality of number of Rotarians.  No 
Except for zones that include clubs in RIBI, no such 
section shall be created, modified, or eliminated over 
the objection of a majority of the clubs in the zone. 
 
12.010.7. Director from Zone in RIBI. 
The director from a zone or section of a zone wholly 
within RIBI shall be nominated by the clubs of that 
zone or section of a zone either at the annual conference 
of RIBI or by a postal ballot ballot-by-mail in such form 
and at such time as the general council of RIBI shall 
determine.  The name of such nominee shall be certified 
to the general secretary by the secretary of RIBI. 
 
12.020. Selection of Director-nominee and Alternate by 
Nominating Committee Procedure. 
 
12.020.1. General Provisions of Nominating Committee 
Procedure. 
Directors-nominee and alternates shall be selected by 
the nominating committee procedure except in zones 
and sections of zones wholly within RIBI.  Nominating 
committees shall be constituted from the entire zone, 
except for zones that include both districts within RIBI 
and districts not within RIBI, notwithstanding any 
bylaw provisions or informal understandings which may 
limit the area within the zone from which the candidate 
may be nominated.  However, where there are two or 
more sections in a zone, the committee shall be selected 
from those districts in the section(s) from which the 
director is to be nominated if a majority of districts in 
each section of the zone, by resolutions adopted at their 
district conferences, agree to the selection from such 
section(s). 
 
Initially, for such agreement to be effective for the 
selection of a nominating committee, it must be certified 
to the general secretary by the district governor by 1 
March in the year preceding such selection.  Such 
agreement shall be void if the districts comprising the 
zone are changed, but shall otherwise remain in effect 
unless rescinded by a majority of districts in any section 
of the zone by resolution adopted at their conferences 
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and such rescission is certified to the general secretary 
by the district governors. 
 
12.020.2. Nominating Committee Procedure for Zones 
with Section(s) within RIBI and Section(s) not within 
RIBI. 
In a zone that has a section wholly within RIBI and a 
section not within RIBI, directors-nominee and alter-
nates shall be selected by the nominating committee 
procedure in the section that is not within RIBI. The 
nominating committee for the section not within RIBI 
shall be selected from that section.  
 
(Subsequent subsections will be renumbered as 
appropriate) 
 
12.030. Ballot-by-Mail Procedure. 
The procedure for selecting a director-nominee in a 
ballot-by-mail pursuant to section 12.020. shall be as 
provided below. 
 
12.030.1. Voting. 
All clubs within the zone shall participate in the 
balloting except in those zones where the nominating 
committee is to be selected from the districts within a 
section pursuant to the provisions of subsection 
12.020.1. or 12.020.2.  In those zones, only clubs within 
the section from which the RI director is to be 
nominated shall participate in the balloting.

Between Safeguarding the Secrecy of Ballots

13.040.2. and the right of a club to inspect all ballots 
under section 13.040.4. and, if a conflict exists, to draft 
legislation for possible submission the 2010 Council 
that would resolve this conflict. The committee re-
viewed these sections and agreed that they were not in 
conflict, and drafted a proposed enactment to clarify 
that the two sections do not conflict.

To clarify the ballot-by-mail specifications for governor 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI

Article 13  Nominations and Elections for Governors 
 
13.040. Ballot-by-Mail Specifications. 

 
13.040.2. Balloting Committee. 
The governor shall determine and announce the place, 
date, and time for counting of ballots and shall appoint a 
committee of three members to arrange a place and 
otherwise take charge of validating and counting the 
ballots. Validation of ballots shall be undertaken sep-
arately from the counting of the ballots. The committee 
shall make other any necessary arrangements to 
safeguard the secrecy of the ballots as necessary during 
the balloting process. Arrangements shall be made so 
that candidates or a representative of each of them may 
be present to observe the counting of the ballots.

13.040.4. Report of Balloting Committee. 
The balloting committee shall promptly report the 
results of the ballot to the governor as soon as a 
candidate receives a majority vote.  The report shall 
contain the number of the votes cast for each candidate.  
The governor shall promptly notify the candidates of the 
results of the ballot. The balloting committee shall 
retain all ballots cast for a period of 15 days following 
the governor's notification to the candidates.  Such 
ballots shall be open to inspection by a representative of 
any club during such period.  This right to inspection is 
not precluded by section 13.040.2.  The chairman of 
said committee shall destroy such ballots following the 
15-day period.

Statement: RI policy states that the word “Rotary” 
refers to the entire organization of Rotary International 
and that when any activity of a Rotary club, district, or 
other Rotary entity uses the name “Rotary” or a Rotary 
emblem, the identifier of the club, district, or other 
Rotary entity must also be included in close proximity 
and prominence. Director Netzel suggested that the 
Board may wish to consider numerous circumstances or 
situations in which an exception to this policy is 
warranted. 
 
DECISION:  The Board adds new section 33.020.7. to 
the Rotary Code of Policies as follows: 

 
 
 
 
 

33.020.7. Requests for Exception to Guidelines for 
Use of “Rotary” Name 
When considering requests for exception to policy 
set forth in section 33.020.6., the Board may 
consider: 
 
1. the organizing group’s attempt to work with the 

general secretary to bring the name of the 
project or program into compliance with Board 
policy;  

 
2. the ease or difficulty with which the organizing 

group could bring its name into compliance 
with Board policy; 

 
3. the length of time the organizing group has 

been using the noncompliant name, with greater 
consideration given to projects or programs 
with a longer, demonstrated period of use; 

 
4. the merit of the project or program and the 

benefit it brings to the Rotary movement as a 
whole; 

 
5. whether the proposed non-compliant name in 

some other way accurately identifies the 
organizing group involved; 

 
6. whether the proposed non-compliant name 

could create a likelihood of confusion with 
Rotary International or with any other Rotary 
entity or with a project or program of Rotary 
International or any other Rotary entity; 

 
7. whether the organizing group is a recognized 

Rotary entity; 
 
8. whether the organizing group is otherwise 

compliant with Board policy; 
 
9.  the degree to which the project or program or 

the name of the project or program could 
expose RI to liability. 

 
47. Rotary Rose Parade Float Committee, Inc. 
 
Statement: A director requested the Board to consider 
granting an exception to Rotary Code of Policies section 
33.010.4. “Use of the Rotary Emblem or other Rotary 
Marks by Rotary Entities” to the Rotary Rose Parade 
Float Committee, Inc.

48. General Secretary Annual Review Process 
 
Statement: The Executive Committee recommended 
that the Board consider various amendments to the 
general secretary annual review process. 
 
DECISION:  The Board amends Rotary Code of Poli-
cies section 30.060.5. as follows: 
 

30.060.5.  Terms of Reference for the Executive 
Committee 
The Board, in accordance with the RI Bylaws, has 
prescribed the following terms of reference under 
which the Executive Committee shall function:

f)  evaluate the performance of the general secretary 
at least annually and report its findings to the board 
as prescribed by the General Secretary Evaluation 
Policy and as further described herein; 
 
The following steps will be taken in the evaluation 
process: 
 
1.  Forty-five (45) days prior to the end of the term 
of the current RI Board of Directors, the general 
secretary will present to the RI president and chair 
of the Executive Committee a summary of the 
strategic goals and objectives that were established 
for the year and an analysis of the progress that has 
been made on each of the goals and objectives 
detailed in the submittal. 
 
2.  Upon receipt of the submittal from the general 
secretary, the chair of the Executive Committee will 
provide a copy of the General Secretary Evaluation 
Policy and the strategic goals and objectives 
transmittal from the general secretary to all 
members of the Executive Committee and to the 
chair of The Rotary Foundation.  The chair of the 
Executive Committee will request that all perfor-
mance evaluations be completed and returned to the 
chair no later than 14 days prior to the final meeting 
of the Executive Committee. 

 

3.  After the performance evaluations have been 
reviewed by the Executive Committee, a review of 
the performance evaluations will be conducted with 
the general secretary in closed personnel session. 
 
3.  Upon receipt of the completed performance 
evaluations, the Executive Committee chair will 
draft a letter to the general secretary summarizing 
the evaluations.  This performance evaluation letter 
will be reviewed by the Executive Committee in 
closed session at its June meeting.  Following the 
Executive Committee’s review, the letter will be 
signed by the president and Executive Committee 
chair and delivered to the general secretary at the 
time of his review. 
 
54. At the conclusion of the performance evaluation 
process, tThe Executive Committee will also review 
and evaluate the compensation of the general sec-
retary and will recommend any adjustments that 
may be appropriate to the RI Board of Directors.  
Any adjustments or modification to compensation 
or benefits for the general secretary must be 
approved by the RI Board of Directors. 
 
5. No later than 30 June, the president, president-
elect, Executive Committee chair, and incoming

46. Following this meeting, Aany conclusions, 
directions, notes of progress and improvement, or 
any other related issue concerning the performance 
evaluation will be documented in a confidential 
memorandum to file signed by the chair of the 
Executive Committee and the president of RI and 
placed in the permanent general secretary personnel 
file retained in the Human Resources office. 
 
6. Any adjustments or modification to 
compensation or benefits for the general secretary 
must be approved by the RI Board of Directors. 

 
49. Change in Cost-Sharing Ratio for RI Health 

Insurance Plan 
 
Statement: The cost-sharing ratio for RI’s health 
insurance plan was set in 1964 at 80% to be paid by RI 
and 20% to be paid by employees. Noting that 
healthcare has changed significantly since the 1960s, 
and that the 80/20 ratio limits RI’s health insurance plan 
options, the general secretary recommended that the 
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Board consider granting discretion to him to develop an 
effective cost-sharing ratio that is fair, appropriate, and 
cost-effective. 
 
DECISION:   The Board agrees to revoke the current 
cost sharing ratio for group health insurance (80% 
RI/20% employee) and grants discretion in this matter 
to the general secretary. 
 
50. Meal Expense Reimbursement Limit 
 
Statement: Treasurer Rosen recommended that the 
Board consider setting guidelines for meal expense 
reimbursement limits for those on RI-funded travel. 
 
DECISION:   The Board 
 
1. recommends a per diem meal expense reimburse-

ment limit of US$50 per person for all those on RI-
funded travel; 

 
2. recommends that expenses for meals outside of 

One Rotary Center should not be claimed when RI 
provides meal coupons; 

 
3.  requests the general secretary to amend accordingly 

the appropriate section(s) of the Rotary Code of 
Policies; 

 
4. requests the Trustees to consider recommending a 

similar meal expense limit for travelers on TRF 
business. 

 
51. Reimbursement for Alcoholic Beverages 
 
Statement: A director recommended that the Board 
consider a policy regarding reimbursement for alcoholic 
beverages. 
 
DECISION:  The Board defers consideration of this 
matter to its January 2009 meeting. 
 
52. Annual Review of Rotary International Offices 

Operations 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 32.050.4. 
requires the general secretary to submit an annual report 
on the operation of RI’s international offices. 
 
DECISION:   The Board thanks the general secretary 
for the report on Rotary’s international offices. 
 
 

53. Status of Litigation 
 
Statement:  Board agenda procedures require a status 
report on litigation affecting RI at each Board meeting. 
 
DECISION:  The Board thanks the general secretary 
for his report on litigation. 
 
54. Information Technology Status Report 
 
Statement: In decision 156, February 2006, the Board 
requested the general secretary to update the Board 
semi-annually at its second and fourth meeting on the 
Secretariat’s information technology projects and ini-
tiatives. 
 
DECISION: The Board thanks the general secretary 
for his report. 
 
55. Internet-based Meetings Software for Club Use 
 
Statement: The 2007 Council on Legislation requested 
the Board to consider providing Internet-based meeting 
software platforms for use by clubs and Rotary as a 
whole. In response, the Board, in decision 63, 
November 2007, requested the general secretary to 
conduct a needs analysis to determine support for this 
resolution from Rotary clubs, for report to this meeting. 
A little more than half (55%) of responding clubs 
indicated that they would be interested in such a service; 
and a little less than a half (49%) of those indicated that 
they would be willing to pay a fee for the service. The 
general secretary noted that costs associated with 
providing Internet-based meeting software for clubs 
would be significant even with clubs paying for the 
services on a per use basis. 
 
DECISION: The Board, in response to Council 
Resolution 07-187 (“To request the RI Board to 
consider providing Internet software and platforms to be 
used by clubs”) 
 
1. thanks the Rotary E-Club of Verkkorotary.fi, 

Finland for its proposal; 
 
2. does not agree to provide an Internet-based meeting 

software for use by Rotary and Rotary clubs; 
 
3. requests the general secretary to pursue an 

agreement with a provider of such services directly 
to Rotary clubs at no cost to RI.  
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56. PolioPlus Update 
 
Statement: The Board has requested an annual update 
on the status of the global polio eradication initiative. In 
addition to providing a general status update, Inter-
national PolioPlus Committee Chairman Scott reported 
on the significant decline in type 3 polio cases in India, 
and on the renewed political commitment at the highest 
levels in the Nigerian government. He also noted that 
the number of polio cases in 2008 has surpassed the 
total number in 2007. 
 
DECISION:  The Board thanks International PolioPlus 
Committee Chairman Bob Scott for his update on the 
status of the global polio eradication initiative, and for 
his focused dedication and skillful leadership in 
Rotary’s campaign to eradicate polio. 
 
57. Review of Existing and Proposed Cooperative 

Relationships with Other Organizations 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 35.010.1. 
requires the general secretary to provide an annual 
report to the Board at its November meeting on the 
status of all existing and proposed agreements with 
other organizations  
 
DECISION:  The Board 
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his report on the 

status of current cooperative relationships with the 
Dollywood Foundation, Goodwill Industries Inter-
national, the International Reading Association, the 
United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), and the 
United Stated Agency for International Develop-
ment (USAID); 

 
2. agrees to continue cooperative relationships with 

Goodwill Industries International, the International 
Reading Association, UNFPA, and USAID for three 
more years from the date of signing of each 
Memorandum of Understanding, respectively; 

 
3. agrees to pursue a Type II Service Opportunities (as 

defined in Rotary Code of Policies section 35.020.) 
cooperative relationship with The Dollywood 
Foundation. 

 
58. Updates to RI Programs Terminology and 

Evaluation Cycle 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies  section 40.020. 
requires the general secretary to evaluate all RI 

structured programs and the Menu of Service Oppor-
tunities on a triennial basis. Noting that this review has 
not been conducted due to cost and staff restraints, and 
further noting that the RI Strategic Plan and the 
Foundation’s Future Vision Plan identify service 
opportunities for clubs and districts, the general 
secretary requested the Board to reevaluate this policy. 
 
DECISION: The Board 
 
1. eliminates the triennial review of RI programs and 

replaces it with reviews conducted on an ongoing 
basis; 

 
2.  eliminates the Menu of Service Opportunities and 

instead places increased emphasis on service 
through the four Avenues of Service; 

 
3. amends Rotary Code of Policies sections 40.010., 

40.020., and 42.010. accordingly, as shown in 
Appendix H. 

 
59. Role and Responsibilities of District Rotary 

Fellowships Chairs 
 
Statement: At its January 2008 meeting, the Rotary 
Fellowship Committee noted that the fellowships 
program is not consistently promoted at the district 
level, and that the role of the fellowships chair is not 
specifically defined in the Rotary Code of Policies. In 
decision 164, January 2008, the Board requested the 
general secretary to create a job description for district 
fellowship chairs for review by the Board. The general 
secretary surveyed all 2007-08 district fellowships 
chairs to help determine appropriate responsibilities for 
this position. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his report; 
 
2. approves the recommended role and responsibilities 

for district Rotary Fellowships chairs and amends 
Rotary Code of Policies section 21.060. as follows: 

 
21.060. District Rotary Fellowships Activity 
Committees 
It is recommended that governors appoint a 
district Rotary Fellowships activities committee 
with a chair and at least three members to be 
responsible for encouraging participation in 
Rotary Fellowships for the various organized 
fellowship activities among the clubs of the 
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district and for contacts with other districts 
conducting similar activities and with related 
international fellowship activities.  At no expense 
to RI, such subcommittees should have the 
opportunity to meet once during the Rotary year 
to discuss ways and means of enhancing 
membership and activities of the fellowship 
groups. District governors should appoint a 
Rotarian who is a member of a Rotary Fellowship 
to serve as the district Rotary Fellowships chair to 
coordinate the following activities within the 
district: 

• Schedule club visits to present information 
on Rotary Fellowships.  

• Invite current fellowship members within 
the district to attend presentations.  

• Communicate with individual fellowship 
officers listed in the Official Directory and 
the Global Networking Groups Directory to 
gather information on upcoming events and 
publicize these in the district governor’s 
newsletter and/or the district Web site. 

• Arrange for a presentation during the 
district conference highlighting Rotary 
Fellowship activities within the district and 
obtain booth space to exhibit at the district 
conference. 

• Distribute the electronic flyer for Rotary 
Fellowships to Rotarians in the district and 
encourage them to contact these groups 
regarding prospective membership. 

 
60.  Rotary Fellowships Committee Report 
 
Statement: The Rotary Fellowships Committee 
requested Board approval to distribute a newsletter to 
all district governors to promote the Rotary fellowships 
program.  
 
DECISION:  The Board does not authorize the general 
secretary to send the Rotary Fellowships Committee 
newsletter, the Fellowship Advancer, to all district 
governors. 
 
61. Rotarian Action Groups Committee Report 
 
Statement: The Rotarian Action Groups Committee met 
via correspondence to review the proposals of two 
prospective Rotarian Action Groups. 
 
 
 
 

DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. thanks the Rotarian Action Groups Committee for 

its report; 
2. agrees to recognize the proposed Rotarian Action 

Group for Diabetes; 
 
3. does not agree to recognize the proposed Sport for 

Development and Peace Rotarian Action Group. 
 
62. Report of the 2007-08 Rotaract Committee 
 
Statement: The 2007-08 Rotaract Committee provided a 
report to the Board on its activities in the second half of 
2007-08. 
 
DECISION:  The Board thanks the 2007-08 Rotaract 
Committee for its report. 
 
63. Program Support for Vocational Service 
 
Statement: In decision 255, June 2008, the Board 
requested the general secretary to investigate ways to 
increase program support for vocational service, for 
report to the Board at this meeting. The general 
secretary suggested a new publication on vocational 
service that includes as main topics: the Four Way Test, 
the declaration of Rotarians in businesses and 
professions, strategies for promoting high ethical 
standards in the workplace, and vocational service 
project examples. 
 
DECISION: The Board 
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his report; 
 
2. requests the general secretary to distribute a booklet 

promoting vocational service, and approves a 
budget variance of US$20,000 for this purpose;  

 
3. requests the general secretary to budget approxi-

mately US$31,000 for the annual production and 
distribution of this booklet via the PETS mailing 
beginning in 2009-10. 

 
64. Reach Out to Africa Ad Hoc Executive 

Committee Report  
 
Statement: The Reach Out to Africa Ad Hoc Executive 
Committee met on 31 July–1 August 2008 in Johannes-
burg, South Africa and made several recommendations 
to the Board. The committee discussed its subcommittee 
reporting structure and communications; how it will 
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communicate with other Rotary groups; how inter-
country committees can play a part in reaching out to 
Africa; issues regarding a special Web site for the 
committee; project fairs in Africa; and child mortality 
concerns in Africa among other topics. 
 
DECISION:  The Board 
 
1. thanks the committee for its efforts in developing 

the Web site www.reachouttoafrica.org as a vehicle 
for promoting its initiatives at a low cost to RI; 

 
2. encourages all zones to consider following the 

example within India and form zone-level Reach 
Out to Africa committees to support the activities of 
the RI Reach Out to Africa Ad Hoc Committee; 

 
3. encourages the formation of intercountry commit-

tees between African countries and other Rotary 
countries outside of the continent; 

 
4. requests districts in India to share their success in 

increasing membership and service projects by host-
ing groups of Rotarians from Africa, especially 
Rotarians involved in membership and service 
projects; 

 
5. encourages African Rotarians to utilize e-clubs; 
 
6. requests conveners of Rotary institutes and other 

meetings held in Africa to consider including 
exhibits that highlight successful projects;  

 
7. refers to the RI Membership Development and 

Retention Committee the suggestion that regional 
Rotary International membership coordinators in 
Africa set a higher target for new clubs than the two 
clubs per district goal set by the president, as there 
is a capacity in some African countries for triple or 
quadruple this number, especially in countries that 
have only one club;  

 
8. encourages directors and district governors to 

include information on Reach Out to Africa in their 
newsletters and on their Web sites; 

  
9. requests the general secretary to review the pricing 

structure for Rotary literature for Rotary clubs and 
districts in Africa, as these costs may deter 
Rotarians from purchasing them, especially 
booklets that are difficult to download from the 
Web site. 

 

65.  Survey Results of Districts in the Balkans and 
Middle East on Current Peace Projects and 
Future Plans 

 
Statement: In decision 161, January 2008, the Board 
requested the general secretary to conduct a survey of 
the districts in the Balkans and Middle East to 
determine what peace efforts are currently in process or 
planned for the future, and to provide recommendations 
on how RI can assist with these efforts, for report to the 
Board at this meeting. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his report; 
 
2.  requests the president to appoint a committee to 

study the survey results on current projects directed 
toward peace and understanding in the Balkans and 
Middle East, and to develop additional peace 
initiatives in this area of the world, for report to the 
Board no later than its June 2009 meeting; 

 
3.  authorizes one meeting of this committee to be held 

in a manner and at a time and place that will incur 
no cost to RI. 

 
66. Service Above Self Award Recipients 
 
Statement: The RI Service Above Self Award is one of 
the highest honors a Rotarian can receive. Up to 150 
awards are granted each year for outstanding humani-
tarian service. The president appointed a Board 
committee to review the 2008-09 nominations. The 
committee submitted a list of recommended recipients 
that will be kept confidential until publication in The 
Rotarian or after the awards have been presented. The 
committee also recommended some policy changes 
regarding the award process. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. approves the 145 recipients of the 2008-09 RI 

Service Above Self Award, as shown in Appendix I, 
filed only with the official copy of these minutes; 

 
2. gives the general secretary 90 days to confirm the 

active membership status of one of the proposed 
recipients identified in Appendix I, and upon 
confirmation, agrees to grant the award; 

 
3. authorizes RI’s special representatives to non-

districted clubs to nominate Rotarians from those 
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clubs for the Service Above Self Award, and 
amends Rotary Code of Policies section 44.030. as 
shown in Appendix J; 

 
4. agrees to allow no more than one nominee per 

district to receive the Service Above Self Award 
each year, effective 1 July 2009, and amends Rotary 
Code of Policies section 44.030. as shown in 
Appendix J; 

 
5. authorizes the general secretary to deem ineligible 

any nominees who are prohibited from participating 
in the activities of Rotary International or The 
Rotary Foundation, and amends Rotary Code of 
Policies section 31.090. as shown in Appendix J; 

 
6. reconfirms that the selection results shall be kept 

confidential until publication on the RI Web site 
after 1 July and in the July or August 2009 print 
issue of The Rotarian, or after presentations of the 
awards have been made. 

 
67. 2009 RI (Birmingham) Convention Registration 

Rate for RIBI 
 
Statement: The 2009 Host Organization Committee 
Chair noted that Rotarians in RIBI had expressed 
concern that the exchange rate of British pound to US 
dollar has resulted in a higher fee for convention 
registrants from RIBI and, therefore, requested the 
Board to consider reducing the registration fee for RIBI 
Rotarians until 15 December 2008. The general 
secretary noted that reducing the registration fee for 
RIBI Rotarians would result in costly and complicated 
operational procedures and could be seen as unfair to 
those RIBI Rotarians who had already registered. 
 
DECISION: The Board does not offer a reduced 
registration rate for RIBI Rotarians attending the 2009 
RI (Birmingham) Convention.

DECISIONS 68-76 
2010 RI (Montreal) Convention Committee Report 

 
The 2010 RI (Montreal) Convention Committee and 
members of the 2010 Host Organization Committee met 
on 12-14 August in Montreal, Quebec, Canada. The 
committee made several recommendations to the Board. 
 
 
 

68. Convention Program  
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
recommended approval of the preliminary draft of the 
convention program.  
 
DECISION:   The Board approves the preliminary draft 
of the 2010 convention program as shown in Appendix 
K, filed only with the official copy of these minutes, 
and recognizes that President-elect Kenny and the 
convention committee chair will continue to update the 
program as necessary. 
 
69.  Venues  
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
reviewed potential convention venue space and recom-
mended that the Board approve the use of two facilities. 
The committee also recommended allocating an amount 
from the convention reserve fund to offset anticipated 
additional costs from using two facilities. 
 
DECISION:   The Board 
 
1.  approves the 2010 RI Convention to be held in 

Montreal, Canada, at the Bell Centre and the Palais 
de Congrès on 20–23 June 2010;  

 
2.  approves the use of up to US$300,000 from the 

convention reserve fund for costs associated with 
the use of the Bell Centre, including venue rental if 
applicable. 

 
70. Logo and Theme 
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
recommended approval of the proposed convention logo 
and theme.  
 
DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. approves the logo shown in Appendix L as the 

official 2010 (Montreal) Rotary Convention logo, 
and agrees that no variations of the logo are 
permitted without the specific approval of the 
president-elect on a case-by-case basis, provided 
such variations are otherwise within Board 
guidelines; 

 
2. approves the theme “An International Experience” 

for the 2010 RI (Montreal) Convention. 
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71. Publicity for Conventions 
 
Statement: To maximize awareness of the following 
year’s convention without detracting from that of the 
immediate upcoming convention, the Montreal Con-
vention Committee recommended a change in policy to 
permit limited promotion of the following year’s 
convention before completion of the current year’s 
convention.  
 
DECISION: The Board amends Rotary Code of 
Policies section 57.020.9. as follows and requests the 
general secretary to make appropriate corresponding 
changes to future editions of the Manual for Con-
ventions and Manual of Procedure:  
 

57.020.9. Publicity for Convention by Host 
Organization 
Except as approved by the Board or the president, 
the host organization should understand the 
importance of avoiding publicity regarding any 
proposed Convention until after the preceding 
Convention has been held.  Host organizations 
should understand the importance of avoiding 
publicity outside of the host area regarding any 
future convention until after that year’s convention. 
However, in order to increase awareness of the 
following year’s convention, RI will provide a link 
to that convention’s Web site and permit advance 
promotion activities at PETS, before the completion 
of the current year’s convention.  

 
72. Registration Deadlines 
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
recommended that the Board approve two pre-
registration deadlines, as well as a deadline for online 
registration. 
 
DECISION: The Board agrees that the first pre-
registration deadline for the 2010 RI Convention shall 
be 15 December 2009, the second registration deadline 
shall be 31 March 2010, and the onsite registration fee 
shall be extended to online registrants only through 31 
May 2010. 
 
73. Budgeted Attendance 
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
recom-mended that the Board approve an attendance 
projection for budgeting purposes. 
 

DECISION: The Board agrees that the estimated 
attendance for budgeting purposes shall be 17,000 
registrants. 
 
74. Convention Budget 
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee 
recommended approval of a proposed registration fee 
schedule. To enhance host area registration, the commit-
tee also considered offering special registration rates 
and discounted House of Friendship passes to host area 
Rotarians.  
  
DECISION:  The Board 
 
1. agrees that the registration fee per adult will be the 

same, regardless of marital status;  
 
2. grants the 2010 RI (Montreal) Convention an 

exception to Rotary Code of Policies section 
57.060., and allows a one-day (Monday or Tuesday) 
registration fee of US$195 for host area registrants 
only via a special registration form, with a deadline 
of 31 March 2010; 

 
3. recognizes that a one-day registration fee for host 

area registrants will enhance the attendance but has 
not been included in the budgeted revenue; 

 
4. agrees to offer a US$50 House of Friendship-only 

pass to host area registrants for the entire 
convention period as an exception to Rotary Code 
of Policies section 57.060.6., with a registration 
deadline of 31 Mach 2010; 

 
5. requests the general secretary to evaluate the 

success of offering a one-day registration fee and 
House of Friendship-only pass for the Montreal 
convention based upon benchmarks for evaluation 
as established by the Convention Committee, in 
consultation with the Host Organization Committee, 
for report to the Board at its November 2010 
meeting; 

 
6. authorizes the president-elect and convention chair 

to determine luncheon events and corresponding 
ticket prices before printing the 2010 convention 
registration form for distribution at the 2009 
convention; 

 
7. establishes the registration fee for the 2010 RI 

(Montreal) Convention at US$295 per adult based 
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upon 17,000 registrants, with all corresponding 
registration fees as outlined below:

as shown in Appendix M, filed only with the 
official copy of these minutes. 

 
75. Host Area 
 
Statement: The Montreal Convention Committee sug-
gested that the host area for the 2010 convention should 
be District 7040 (Canada) and ten clubs from District 
5550 (Canada). 
 
DECISION:  The Board agrees that the 2010 con-
vention host area shall be defined as District 7040 and, 
from District 5550, the Rotary clubs of Winnipeg, 
Winnipeg-Assiniboine, Winnipeg–Charleswood, Winni-
peg East AM, Winnipeg-Fort Garry, Winnipeg North, 
Winnipeg St. Boniface-St. Vital, Winnipeg St. James, 
Winnipeg-Transcona, and Winnipeg West (all from 
Manitoba). 
 
 
 
 

76. Host Organization Project  
 
Statement: The Board discussed a proposal from the 
Montreal Host Organization Committee to relay a 
“peace torch” from the 2009 Birmingham convention to 
Rotary clubs worldwide, and ultimately to the Montreal 
convention.  
 
DECISION:  The Board 
 
1. approves the involvement of worldwide Rotary 

clubs in the Montreal Host Organization peace torch 
project; 

 
2. requests the Montreal Host Organization to work 

with the general secretary to seek a name for the 
project in compliance with Rotary Code of Policies 
section 33.020.6.

77. 2011 RI (New Orleans) Convention Status 

Report 
  
Statement: In decision 168, January 2008, the Board 
requested the general secretary to provide an update on 
the 2011 convention at this meeting. The general 
secretary reported on issues concerning the contracts for 
official participant hotels, use of convention center 
exhibit halls, Host Organization Committee events, and 
possible changes to the promotion of future conventions 
at the International Assembly.  
 
DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his report on the 

2011 RI (New Orleans) Convention;  
 
2. accepts the proposal from districts 6190, 6200, 

6820, and 6840 to hold the RI Convention in New 
Orleans, Louisiana, USA on 22–25 May 2011 at the 
Ernest N. Morial Convention Center; 

 
3. agrees that the November 2008 Manual for 

Conventions will govern the 2011 New Orleans 
Host Organization Committee (HOC); 

 
4. notes its concern regarding the HOC’s planned 

events, especially the Mardi Gras Extravaganza, and 
requests the HOC to work further with the pres-
ident-nominee and the general secretary to modify 
its plans for these events;  
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5. rescinds decision 168, point 3, January 2008, and 
delegates the authority for the further approval of 
the New Orleans HOC events to the president-
nominee and the 2011 convention committee chair;  

 
6. requests the general secretary to report on the status 

of the 2011 RI (New Orleans) Convention at its 
January 2009 meeting;  

 
7. expresses interest in the idea to switch the emphasis 

for the promotion of the next two conventions at the 
international assemblies, beginning with the 2010 
international assembly, and requests the president-
nominee and the general secretary to consider 
giving primary emphasis to the convention that will 
be held in the same year as the international 
assembly and secondary emphasis to the convention 
to be held in the following year, with a report to be 
made at its January 2009 meeting. 

 
78. 2013 RI (Lisbon) Convention Status Report  
 
Statement: In decision 84, November 2007, the Board 
requested the general secretary to provide an update on 
the 2013 RI (Lisbon) Convention at this meeting. The 
general secretary reported that progress had been made 
in selecting a housing agent and that talks had begun 
with the Lisbon Host Organization Committee regard-
ing responsibilities and operational issues. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. receives the general secretary’s report on the status 

of the 2013 RI (Lisbon) Convention;  
 
2. requests the general secretary to report on the status 

of the 2013 RI (Lisbon) Convention at its Novem-
ber 2009 meeting. 

 
79. 2015 RI Convention Site Selection  
 
Statement: In decision 170, January 2008, the Board 
reaffirmed its decision 85, November 2007, that looked 
with favor on the 2015 RI Convention being held in 
either Latin America or the western United States and 
requested the general secretary to invite select districts 
in these areas to submit proposals to host the RI 
convention. The Board reviewed the general secretary’s 
report on the various proposals. 
 
 
 
 

DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. receives the report of the general secretary on 

potential sites for the 2015 Rotary International 
Convention; 

 
2. requests the general secretary to inspect Houston, 

Texas, USA; Phoenix, Arizona, USA; and São 
Paulo, Brazil to confirm that these cities have the 
facilities and services required to hold a successful 
Rotary International convention, for report back to 
the Board at its June 2009 meeting; 

  
3. requests the general secretary to thank the 

convention bureaus and local Rotarians from all 
cities submitting proposals for the 2015 RI 
Convention and to inform them of the Board’s 
decision. 

 
80. 2016 RI (Seoul) Convention Status Report 
 
Statement: In decision 170, January 2008, the Board 
tentatively selected Seoul, Korea as the site for the 2016 
RI Convention. The general secretary reported a number 
of concerns with Seoul’s current proposal, including the 
use of two venues separated by substantial geographical 
distance, insufficient hotel rooms, transportation chal-
lenges, and possible date conflicts with the 2016 
Council on Legislation.  
 
DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. receives the report of the general secretary on the 

site for the 2016 Rotary International Convention; 
 
2. agrees that Seoul’s proposal should comply with 

RI’s minimum convention requirements, but re-
quests the general secretary to proceed with its 
planning of the 2016 Seoul convention; 

 
3. requests the general secretary to consider the impact 

the proposed convention dates of 29 May–1 June 
2016, might have on the dates selected for the 2016 
Council on Legislation; 

 
4. requests the Seoul HOC to explore how the Korean 

registrants can use local public transportation at 
their own cost, and not RI shuttle buses, in order for 
convention planning to proceed effectively, and in-
form RI accordingly before June 2009; 
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5. agrees that the Seoul HOC shall provide a plan on 
how the venue rental for COEX and KINTEX will 
be paid or waived; 

 
6. agrees that the Seoul HOC must present a detailed 

plan as to how the large number of expected at-
tendees, local as well as international, are to be 
accommodated, given that the proposed COEX 
venue for the Monday through Wednesday plenary 
sessions has a maximum capacity of  approximately 
11,500 people; 

 
7. agrees that the general secretary should work with 

Korea National Tourism Office in order to develop 
a hotel package that is more in agreement with RI’s 
contract requirements;  

 
8. requests the general secretary to report back to the 

Board regarding the 2016 RI (Seoul) Convention at 
its June 2009 meeting as outlined above. 

 
81. Host Organization Responsibilities Defined in 

Manual for Conventions  
 
Statement: In decision 87, November 2007, the Board 
approved changes to the Manual for Conventions and 
Rotary Code of Policies regarding conventions. Work-
ing with past and future Host Organization Committee 
chairs, the general secretary recommended several 
additional changes in both documents to clarify standard 
practices and sponsorship policies of RI meetings, 
events, projects, and programs. 
 
DECISION:   The Board 
 
1. revises the Manual for Conventions as shown in 

Appendix N; 
 

2. amends Rotary Code of Policies sections 36.010., 
57.020.7., 57.020.8., and 57.160., and adds new 
section 57.060.7., as shown in Appendix O; 

 
3. requests the general secretary to inform the Host 

Organization Committees of these changes, for 
implementation beginning with the 2011 RI 
Convention. 

 
82. Policy for International Assembly Spouses' 

Program 
 
Statement:  The general secretary noted that Rotary 
Code of Policies section 58.050.4. regarding the 
International Assembly spouses program does not allow 

for yearly adjustments to the program as deemed 
necessary by the president-elect and spouse, and 
recommended that the Board provide for adjustments as 
needed. The general secretary also recommended 
revisions to the Code regarding the responsibilities of 
Rotary senior leader spouses at the International 
Assembly. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. amends Rotary Code of Policies section 58.050.4. 

regarding the spouses’ program at the International 
Assembly as follows: 

 
58.050.4.  Spouses Program 
A standardized spouses program for the 
International Assembly has been adopted by the 
Board.  It was designed to include the information 
needed in an effective spouses orientation program, 
and to ensure that this information is included in the 
program every year.  The standardized program is 
general in order to allow for personalization each 
year.  The Board recommends that the International 
Assembly include an informative program for 
spouses of governors-elect.  The spouse program 
should be complementary to the program developed 
for governors-elect by featuring similar content, yet 
should be tailored to address an audience with 
varying degrees of Rotary knowledge and exper-
ience. Topics can be addressed in a variety of 
media:

•  Rotary International Organization 
•  Rotary International Programs 
•  Programs of The Rotary Foundation 
•  Open Forum with the president-elect 
•  Open Forum with the president 
• Small Group Discussion Sessions

•  Practical Advice for Spouses 
•  Programs of Rotary International and The 
Rotary Foundation 

 
Other Activities 
•  “Hands-on” Service Activities 

 
2. requests the RI Audit Committee, in consultation 

with the general secretary, to study the proposed 
amendments to Rotary Code of Policies section 
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58.040.10., for consideration by the Board at its 
January 2009 meeting. 

 
83. Interpretation at RI Convention 
 
Statement: A director expressed concern that, based on 
estimated attendance at the 2008 Los Angeles con-
vention, certain Rotary languages were not provided 
simultaneous interpretation. Rotary Code of Policies 
section 57.140.4. allows each convention committee to 
establish which of the eight Rotary languages shall 
receive interpretation. The general secretary reviewed 
statistics on registration by native language for the past 
ten conventions, the average cost of providing 
interpretation for each language, and other historical 
data on interpretation at RI conventions. He 
recommended amendments to the Code to mandate 
French, Japanese, Korean, Portuguese, and Spanish 
interpretation, while allowing for other languages to be 
added based on need. 
 
DECISION: The Board amends Rotary Code of 
Policies section 57.140.4. as follows: 

 
57.140.4.  Simultaneous Interpretation 
While the official language of RI is English, the 
Convention Committee shall consider provideing 
simultaneous interpretation for all eight main five 
Rotary languages:  French, Japanese, Korean, 
Portuguese, and Spanish, German, Italian and 
Swedish, and any additional languages that are 
appropriate for the host country.  The Convention 
Committee shall determine the initial inter-
pretation languages that should be included in the 
final budget recommendation. The Convention 
Committee may also provide simultaneous 
interpretation if the registration numbers at the 
first registration deadline warrant adding such 
simultaneous interpretation and if space and 
budgetary constraints allow RI to do so. If 
registration numbers at the first registration 
deadline warrant an elimination of a specific 
language, such action will be at the discretion of 
the president, in consultation of the general 
secretary.

DECISIONS 84 – 93 
RI Membership Development and Retention 

Committee Report 
 
The Membership Development and Retention Commit-
tee met on 28-29 October 2008 in Evanston, Illinois, 
USA, and made several recommendations to the Board. 
 
84. Resources and Training for District Leadership 

on the Organization of New Clubs  
 
Statement: The Membership Development and Reten-
tion Committee noted the importance of new clubs in 
Rotary’s overall membership growth and recom-
mended that RI place greater emphasis on developing 
new clubs by providing more training, material, and 
resources on the topic. 
 
DECISION: The Board requests the general secretary 
to 
 
1. include in the new district governor-nominee 

training template a significant focus on member-
ship, with specific reference to the importance of 
new clubs and the process of organizing new clubs; 

 
2. include the topic of new clubs and the process of 

organizing new clubs in governors-elect training 
seminar materials; 

 
3. develop a resource or e-learning module for 

incoming and current district leadership on organiz-
ing new clubs. 

 
85. Presidential Membership Conferences 
 
Statement: The Membership Development and Reten-
tion Committee noted that the 2007-08 presidential 
membership conferences were well-attended and 
provided Rotarians a good source of motivation and 
strategy on membership issues. The committee 
recommended continuing these conferences through 
2010-11. The Board further discussed providing con-
veners advance funds to help with the costs of 
organizing a successful conference. 
 
DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. to enhance and build upon the momentum gained 

from presidential membership conferences held in 
2007-08 and 2008-09, reaffirms its decision 91, 
November 2007, that presidential membership 
conferences should be continued through 2009-10 if 
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considered appropriate by the 2009-10 president, 
and recommends that the presidents for 2009-10 
and 2010-11 schedule presidential membership 
conferences during their terms;  

 
2. notes the importance and purpose of these con-

ferences in supporting the strategic plans and goals 
of the association;  

 
3. recommends that any potential 2009-10 presidential 

membership conferences should be held in con-
junction with the presidential inner city meetings 
that are under consideration; 

 
4. recommends that these conferences should be 

distributed among regions experiencing member-
ship growth as well as those experiencing 
membership challenges, and that they continue to be 
organized and supported at the regional level at no 
expense to Rotary International, but agrees that each 
convener may request advance funds to a maximum 
of US$5,000, to be fully refunded by the convener 
at the conclusion of the presidential membership 
conference; 

 
5. revises the responsibilities of the regional Rotary 

International membership coordinators to include 
follow-up of initiatives from any presidential 
membership conferences held within their respect-
ive regions.  

 
86. Focus Groups 
 
Statement: In support of the Strategic Plan’s mem-
bership priority, the general secretary conducted focus 
groups in July and August 2008 of non-Rotarians in two 
demographic groups: professional women ages 30 and 
older, and professional men ages 30 to 45. Findings 
from these focus groups indicated several challenges RI 
needs to address, including public awareness, public 
image, and time commitment concerns of prospective 
members. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. notes results from the two focus groups initiated by 

the Membership Development division as shown in 
Appendix Q, filed only with the official copy of 
these minutes; 

 
2. thanks the general secretary for his continued 

emphasis on simplifying communications and mes-

sages targeted for the general public and urges the 
general secretary to continue these efforts;  

 
3. requests the general secretary to consider comments 

from the focus groups regarding RI messages; 
 
4. requests the RI Communications Committee and RI 

Strategic Planning Committee to review the focus 
group results initiated by the Membership Develop-
ment division, specifically highlighting the public 
awareness and public image results, and determine 
actions to be taken to remedy any negative per-
ceptions therein. 

 
87. Diversity Statement for Rotary International 
 
Statement: In decision 223, June 2006, the Board 
adopted a “Statement on Diversity.” Feedback from 
various non-Rotarian focus groups suggested that RI 
needs to improve its public perception with regard to the 
diversity of its membership. The Membership Develop-
ment and Retention Committee recommended amending 
the statement to more strongly reflect Rotary’s 
commitment to diversity. 
 
DECISION: The Board  

 
1. amends the RI statement on diversity as follows: 
 

Rotary International recognizes the value of 
diversity within individual clubs. Rotary encourages 
clubs to assess those in their communities who are 
eligible for membership, under existing membership 
guidelines, and to endeavor to include the 
appropriate range of individuals in their clubs. A 
club that reflects its business and professional 
community with regard to professional and business 
classification, gender, age, religion, and ethnicity is 
a club with the key to its future. 

 
2. requests the general secretary to include the 

diversity statement in the mandatory content of the 
Rotary World Magazine Press and post it on the RI 
Web site. 

  
88. Club Presence on Internet 
 
Statement: Feedback from various non-Rotarian focus 
groups suggested that RI needs to increase the amount 
of available information about the association on the 
Internet, as this is the medium that most prospective 
members use to learn about RI and how to join a club. 
The Membership Development and Retention Commit-
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tee recommended that all clubs seek to have some 
presence on the Internet. 
 
DECISION:  The Board recommends that every Rotary 
club have a current presence on the Internet, which 
could include Rotary club sponsored Web sites, district 
Web sites, social networking sites, blogs, and other 
Web-related mediums. 
 
89. Continued Focus Groups  
 
Statement: The Membership Development and Reten-
tion Committee noted that the feedback received from 
the non-Rotarian focus groups will be helpful to RI in 
its membership development efforts, and recommended 
that the Board authorize similar focus groups in the 
future. 
 
DECISION:  The Board 

 
1. suggests that the general secretary conduct 

additional focus groups in other regions of the 
Rotary world similar to those conducted in 2008-09 
in Johannesburg, South Africa; Buenos Aires, 
Argentina; and Sydney, Australia;  

 
2. suggests that the general secretary conduct focus 

groups in three or four other areas of the world 
during 2009-10, and authorizes a 2009-10 expense 
of up to US$80,000 for this purpose; 

 
3. suggests that, if feasible, these focus groups should 

be conducted in conjunction with any presidential 
membership conferences in 2009-10. 

 
90. Report on Satellite Clubs 
 
Statement: The Membership Development and Reten-
tion Committee considered a possible recommendation 
to the 2010 Council on Legislation regarding the 
establishment of “satellite” clubs. The goal of this 
concept would be to grow and retain RI membership by 
having Rotarians residing in smaller communities to 
align as a “satellite” club to a larger “host” club in a 
nearby community until membership in the “satellite” 
club grows to the point where it can be a stand-alone 
Rotary club. The committee expressed interest in 
receiving more information about clubs’ interest in this 
concept. 
 
DECISION:  The Board requests the general secretary 
to provide a report to the 2008-09 RI Membership 
Development and Retention Committee regarding the 

interest that has been expressed for establishing 
“satellite” Rotary clubs, for report to the Board at its 
June 2009 meeting. 
 
91. Attendance Requirements 
 
Statement: In reviewing the results of non-Rotarian 
focus groups, the Membership Development and 
Retention Committee noted that one challenge RI faces 
in obtaining and retaining new members is the ability of 
the member to adhere to RI’s attendance requirements. 
The committee recommended the Board propose legis-
lation to the 2010 Council that would address this 
challenge. 
 
DECISION:  The Board does not agree to submit to the 
2010 Council on Legislation a proposal that would 
allow each club to establish its own attendance policies 
within the current 50% attendance requirements. 
 
92. Multiple Weekly Meetings   
 
Statement: To address prospective member and current 
Rotarian concerns about Rotary club meeting require-
ments, the Membership Development and Retention 
Committee recommended the Board consider submit-
ting legislation to the 2010 Council that would allow 
clubs to meet more than once per week. 
 
DECISION:  The Board  
 
1.  notes that the deadline to submit legislation for the 

2010 Council on Legislation is 31 December 2008; 
 
2.  looks with favor on the concept of Rotary clubs 

having multiple weekly meetings; 
 
3.  requests the Constitution and Bylaws Committee to 

draft legislation to permit clubs to meet multiple 
times per week; 

 
4.  when drafting such legislation, recommends that the 

Constitution and Bylaws Committee review the 
October 2008 meeting minutes of the RI Member-
ship Development and Retention Committee to 
understand the intent of this request; 

 
5.  authorizes the 2008-09 president, with the consent 

of the Board Council on Legislation Advisory 
Committee chair, to submit legislation about 
multiple weekly meetings to the general secretary 
by 31 December 2008. 
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93. Membership Slogan 
 
Statement: In decision 89, November 2007, the Board 
requested the Membership Development and Retention 
Committee to establish a membership motto to convey 
the principle that it is each Rotarian’s responsibility to 
invite a prospective member into Rotary each year. 
 
DECISION: The Board defers consideration of a 
membership slogan to its January 2009 meeting.

94. Membership Trends 
 
Statement: The general secretary submits an annual 
report on RI membership trends at the Board’s 
November meeting. 
 
DECISION:  The Board thanks the general secretary 
for his report on club membership trends.

DECISIONS 95 – 98 
Leadership Development and Training Committee 

Report 
 
The Leadership Development and Training Committee 
met on 15-16 September 2008, in Evanston, Illinois, 
USA, and made several recommendations to the Board. 
 
95. PETS Evaluation 
 
Statement: Following RI Strategic Plan priority 7, to 
fully implement the strategic planning process to ensure 
continuity and consistency throughout the organization, 
the Leadership Development and Training Committee 
recommended that the general secretary evaluate pres-
ident-elect training seminars for their effectiveness. 
 
DECISION:   The Board requests the general secretary 
to develop an in-depth evaluation of the effectiveness of 
president-elect training seminars, for report to the Board 
at its June 2010 meeting. 
 
96. Financial Training 
 
Statement: In decision 122, November 2007, the Board 
requested the Leadership Development and Training 
Committee to incorporate a training module on financial 
responsibilities for governors and to take several other 
steps to strengthen financial management for Rotary 

clubs and districts. The committee noted that financial 
management is included in the recommended curric-
ulum for governors-nominee, the district governor 
training manual includes expanded information about 
financial management, and that new resources have 
been created for the district finance committee. The 
committee recommended that Rotary institute conveners 
include financial management sessions in their pro-
grams, and further recommended an amendment to the 
District Governor Code of Ethics regarding financial 
management. 
 
DECISION: The Board 
 
1. encourages those institute conveners who offer 

governor-nominee training to follow the recommen-
ded curriculum provided by the general secretary, 
particularly the session on financial management;  

 
2. encourages institute conveners to use local 

accounting professionals with non-profit or associa-
tion experience to act as resources during the 
financial management session of the training;  

 
3. amends Rotary Code of Polices section 19.020.7. as 

follows:  
 

19.020.7. District Governor Code of Ethics 
 
[text omitted] 
 
8. Governors will promote transparency of 
financial information and will ensure compli-
ance with all local and national laws relating to 
financial management. Governors are the stew-
ards of the association acting on behalf of 
Rotary clubs and Rotarians. Rotarians have a 
right to access accurate information about the 
financial condition of the association. Trans-
parency in financial operations encourages 
ethical behavior. 

 
4. encourages governors-elect to emphasize to club 

treasurers that they should attend the district 
assembly, and to involve the district finance 
committee in the training as a panel of financial 
experts. 

 
97. Club Leadership Plan 
 
Statement: The Leadership Development and Training 
Committee reviewed the status of the Club Leadership 
Plan and agreed that more information about how the 
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plan is being used by clubs would be helpful in 
assessing the success of the plan. 
 
DECISION: The Board requests the general secretary 
to 
 
1. develop a survey to gauge the implementation of the 

Club Leadership Plan;  
 
2. collect personal testimonials regarding implementa-

tion of the Club Leadership Plan;  
 
3. develop promotional video messages on the Club 

Leadership Plan to promote and build enthusiasm 
for it; 

 
4. allocates US$17,000 for implementation of the 

above activities during 2009-10 and 2010-11. 
 
98. Elements of an Effective Rotary Club 
 
Statement: In decision 255, June 2008, the Board 
referred to the 2008-09 Leadership Development and 
Training Committee the suggestion from the Vocational 
Service Committee to add “Promotes high ethical 
standards” as a fifth element of an effective Rotary club. 
Currently, the Four Avenues of Service—vocational, 
club, community, and international service—form the 
basis of an effective Rotary club. The committee agreed 
that an amendment to the elements of an effective 
Rotary clubs is not necessary at this time. 
 
DECISION:   The Board thanks the Leadership Deve-
lopment and Training Committee for considering a 
possible addition to the elements of an effective Rotary 
club.  
 

* * * * * * 
 
99. Rotary in China 
 
Statement: President Lee requested the general 
secretary to provide a report on Rotary in China to the 
Board at this meeting. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. thanks President Lee and the general secretary for 

their report on Rotary and other service clubs in 
China; 

 
2. confirms the Board’s previous statements regarding 

Rotary in China; 

3. requests a further report at its June 2009 meeting. 
 
100. Issues in District 2481  
 
Statement: At its January 2008 meeting, the Board 
reviewed an election complaint from District 2481 (the 
Balkan countries) concerning the selection of its 2009-
10 governor. The Board agreed that there were irregu-
larities in the election and requested the current 
governor to resolve the matter. However, since that 
time, the general secretary received two new complaints 
from the parties involved. In decision 243, June 2008, 
the Board requested the general secretary to obtain the 
necessary information to resolve these conflicts, for 
report to this meeting. The general secretary reported 
that the conflicts in District 2481 arose not out of a lack 
of understanding of RI policies, but are primarily due to 
the actions of a small number of Rotarians in the district 
and complexities of the area’s historical and cultural 
backgrounds. Further, the large size of the district and 
the language differences within the district pose 
challenges to forming a strong district team. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. requests President Lee and other Rotary senior 

leaders to meet informally with current, past, and 
incoming governors in District 2481 during the 
Zone 10 Rotary Institute to help develop a plan, in 
compliance with Board policy, to resolve their 
conflicts, including consideration to redistricting 
and/or requesting groups of clubs to be moved to 
existing districts, for report back to the January 
2009 Board meeting; 

 
2. notes the actions of the 2007-08 governor 

implementing Board decision 150, January 2008, 
and declines to take further action regarding the 
election of the 2009-10 or 2010-11 governors from 
District 2481 at this time. 

 
101. Suspension of District 4190 (Mexico) 

Consolidation 
 
Statement: In decision 179, February 2007, the Board 
agreed to regroup clubs in District 4190 into three other 
existing districts, effective 1 July 2009. The general 
secretary reported that the district had recently increased 
its membership to more than 1,000 members. 
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DECISION:  The Board  
 
1. notes the significant membership increase in 

District 4190 over the last six months has resulted 
in the district having 1,010 members as of 1 
November 2008; 

 
2. thanks the District 4190 leadership for their impres-

sive efforts to increase members; 
 
3. suspends decisions 190, January 2008, and 179, 

February 2007, to regroup the clubs in District 4190 
into three other existing districts; 

 
4. notes that RI Bylaws section 13.070. requires the 

Board to elect a qualified Rotarian to serve as 2009-
10 governor for the district, and notes further that 
the Board has previously delegated this responsi-
bility to the president; 

 
5. instructs the district to select a representative to the 

2010 Council on Legislation in accordance with 
section 8.070. of the RI Bylaws;  

 
6. encourages district leadership to establish a goal of 

1,200 members by 30 June 2009, and requests the 
general secretary to report on the district’s efforts to 
achieve this goal at its November 2009 meeting. 

 
102. Modification of New District Boundaries  
 
Statement: Current Board policy allows recently conso-
lidated districts to submit redistricting proposals one 
year after being redistricted by the Board. The 
Districting Committee believed that this time period 
should be extended from one to three years, which 
would allow new districts sufficient time to establish the 
working relationships needed to build a strong district. 
 
DECISION: The Board amends Rotary Code of 
Policies section 17.010.4., point 9 as follows: 
 

17.010.4. Districting Procedures 
 
[text omitted] 
 
9. The RI Board will not consider any modification 
in the boundaries of any new district until one three 
years following the promulgation and establishment 
of the boundaries of such district, unless there is 
shown to be a strong deleterious effect to Rotary in 
the region. 

103. Update on Rotary E-Clubs  
 
Statement: The general secretary reported that there are 
14 e-clubs in the Rotary E-club pilot project and that e-
clubs have completed 300 community service projects, 
74 international service projects, and 45 vocational 
projects. Noting that the pilot project is scheduled to 
conclude on 30 June 2010, several e-clubs worked 
together to draft a proposed enactment for the 2010 
Council on Legislation that would make the status of e-
clubs permanent. The Constitution and Bylaws Commit-
tee worked with the general secretary to ensure the 
proposed enactment included all necessary provisions. 
 
DECISION:   The Board 
 
1. notes that the deadline to submit legislation for the 

2010 Council on Legislation is 31 December 2008, 
and that the Rotary E-club pilot project concludes 
on 30 June 2010 unless the 2010 Council adopts an 
enactment that provides for e-clubs in RI’s consti-
tutional documents; 

 
2. agrees that the e-club concept is in alignment with 

the RI Strategic Plan; 
 
3. thanks the Constitution and Bylaws Committee and 

the general secretary for developing a proposed 
enactment for the 2010 Council on Legislation on 
behalf of the Board to support the permanent status 
of Rotary e-clubs, and agrees to submit the 
proposed enactment to the 2010 Council as shown 
in Appendix P; 

 
4. requests the general secretary to seek the e-clubs’ 

support for this proposed enactment; 
 
5. amends Rotary Code of Policies section 2.120.1. as 

follows: 
 

2.120.1.  Rotary E-Club Pilot Project 
The Board, in accordance with article 5, section 4 
of the RI constitution, agrees to conduct an E-
Clubs pilot project through 2009-10, establishing 
"cyber" Rotary clubs that would have innovative 
and flexible constitutional provisions allowing the 
clubs to conduct activities through electronic 
communications. 
 
The following procedures have been adopted for 
confirming qualifications for E-Club membership:

a. where a prospective member of an E-Club 
was previously a Rotarian, the E-Club shall 
request confirmation through a vote taken at a 
regular meeting of from the prospective 
member’s previous club, that the applicant 
was a Rotarian in good standing on 
termination of his/her membership in that 
club; 

 
b. where the prospective member of an E-Club 

was not previously a Rotarian, the E-Club 
shall request confirmation from two Rotarians 
(names to be provided by the prospective 
member), in the applicant’s community, that 
the applicant is a person of good standing.  

 
104. Club Incorporation 
 
Statement: Because laws and the terminology used for 
incorporation vary among countries, the general 
secretary recommended that the Board amend the 
Rotary Code of Policies to include a definition for 
incorporation of clubs as used by RI. 
 
DECISION:  The Board amends the following sections 
of the Rotary Code of Policies as shown below: 
 

2.050.  Incorporation of Clubs 
A club may incorporate so long as the club 
includes within the articles of incorporation a 
phrase reciting the allegiance to and submission of 
the club to the constitutional documents of RI as 
now existent and as may hereafter be amended 
 
For purposes of this section the following words 
shall have the following meanings: 
 
1) “Corporation” shall mean a corporation, associ-
ation, limited-liability company, or other similar 
entity recognized by a local jurisdiction.   
 
2) “Incorporate” shall mean the process of estab-
lishing a corporation. 
 
3) “Corporate Documents” shall mean the 
documents formally adopted by a corporation 
establishing its processes for governance and 
operation, including its articles of incorporation or 
association, bylaws and similar documents.   
 
33.020.5. Use of Name "Rotary" in Connection 
with Club or District Foundations 

A Rotary club or group of clubs may use the name 
"Rotary" in connection with club or district found-
ation activities, provided: 
 
1. such use relates the activity to the club or clubs 
concerned and not to RI; 
 
2. the word "international" is not used in con-
nection with or in the name of a club or district 
foundation activity; 
 
3. the name of the club or district foundation 
activity begins with the name of the club or the 
district designation; 
 
4. the words "Rotary" and "foundation," when 
used in connection with a club or district found-
ation activity, be separated in the name of the 
activity; 
 
The general secretary may act in behalf of the 
Board in authorizing Rotary clubs to use the name 
"Rotary" in incorporating club or district found-
ation activities in accordance with the foregoing. 
For the purposes of this section the definition of 
“incorporate” is the same as for incorporation of a 
club or district. 

  
105. Proposed Enactment to the 2010 Council 

Regarding District Conference Reports 
 
Statement: Current policy requires governors to send 
three copies of the district conference report to the 
Secretariat. Noting that this information can be 
submitted in the governor’s official report to RI, the 
general secretary recommended that the Board submit a 
proposed enactment to the 2010 Council on Legislation 
to eliminate this requirement for separate district 
conference reports to the Secretariat. 
 
DECISION:   The Board  
 
1. agrees to submit to the 2010 Council on Legislation 

the following:  
 

PROPOSED ENACTMENT 10- 
 
To amend the number of district conference reports 
submitted by district governors 
 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI 
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IT IS ENACTED by Rotary International that the 
BYLAWS OF ROTARY INTERNATIONAL be and 
hereby are amended as follows (page 232 MOP) 
 
Article 15 Districts 
 
15.040.5 Conference Report 
 
The governor or acting chairman, along with the 
secretary, shall prepare and execute a written report of 
the conference proceedings within 30 days of the 
adjournment of said conference. They shall transmit 
three copies of such report to the general secretary and 
one copy of such report thereof to the secretary of each 
of the clubs of the district.

106. Proposed Enactment to Increase Minimum 

Number of Rotarians per District 
 
Statement: RI Bylaws section 15.010. allows the Board 
to eliminate or change the boundaries of any district 
with fewer than 30 clubs or fewer than 1,000 Rotarians. 
Noting that larger districts are in many ways more 
effective in providing service, the Board considered a 
proposal to raise the minimum number of Rotarians per 
district. 
 
DECISION: The Board agrees to submit to the 2010 
Council on Legislation the following 
 

PROPOSED ENACTMENT 10- 
 
To Increase Minimum Number of Rotarians per District 
 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI 
 
IT IS ENACTED by Rotary International that the 
BYLAWS OF ROTARY INTERNATIONAL be and 
hereby are amended as follows (page 230 MOP) 
 
Article 15 Districts  
 
15.010. How Established. 

The board is authorized to group the clubs into districts.  
The president shall promulgate a list of such districts 
and their boundaries.  Such action shall be at the 
direction of the board.  The board may eliminate or 
change the boundaries of any district with fewer than 30 
clubs or fewer than 1,000 1,200 Rotarians.  No change 
shall be made to the boundaries of any district with 30 
or more clubs and 1,000 1,200 or more Rotarians over 
the objection of a majority of the total number of clubs 
in the district.  The board may eliminate or change the 
boundaries of a district only after consulting with and 
providing reasonable opportunity for the governors and 
clubs of the districts involved to provide a recom-
mendation on the proposed change.  The board shall 
take into account geographical boundaries, potential for 
district growth, and cultural, economic, language, and 
other relevant factors.

107. Increasing Membership in Existing Clubs 
 
Statement: While recognizing that much of Rotary’s 
recent membership growth has come from new clubs, 
the Board also considered the value of increasing 
membership in existing clubs, especially in district 
where the average club size is 20 members or less. 
 
DECISION: The Board amends Rotary Code of 
Policies section 18.050.5. as follows: 
 

18.050.5.  Minimum Number of Charter members 
The minimum number of charter members for a 
new club shall be 20 unless there are special and 
sufficient reasons for the Board to waive this 
requirement.  At least 50 percent of the charter 
members shall be from the local community in 
which the new clubs is established.  In a district 
where the average size of clubs is 20 members or 
less, the Board encourages Rotarians to increase the 
membership in existing clubs in addition to creating 
new clubs. 

 
108. 2009-10 Public Relations Grants Budget 
 
Statement: Since their inception in 2005, public 
relations grants have been very successful in generating 
media exposure for RI around the world. Historically, 
the Board has approved the budget for PR grants at its 
January/February meeting. Many districts have noted 
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that the timetable for the grant process—once the 
budget is approved by the Board—does not allow 
optimal time to effectively plan and implement a grant 
during the given fiscal year. The general secretary 
requested the Board to approve this budget at its 
November meeting to address this concern. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. thanks the general secretary for his update on public 

relations grants; 
 
2. requests the general secretary to budget US$2 

million for public relations grants in 2009-10.  
 
109. Canadian Supplement to The Rotarian  
 
Statement: The RI Bylaws require all Rotarians in the 
United States and Canada to subscribe to The Rotarian. 
Noting that half of all Rotarians are served by regional 
magazines, and that Canadian Rotarians have their own 
unique issues and interests, which many Canadian 
Rotarians feel are not sufficiently address in The 
Rotarian, Vice-President Audenart requested the Board 
to consider production of a special quarterly supplement 
to The Rotarian for Canadian Rotarians. 
 
DECISION: The Board 
 
1. requests the general secretary to manage, publish, 

and circulate an eight-page quarterly supplement for 
Canadian subscribers to The Rotarian called 
“Rotary Canada” to focus on activities of Canadian 
Rotarians, beginning 1 July 2009; 

 
2. approves a 2008-09 budget variance of US$40,000 

and allocates US$120,000 in the 2009-10 budget for 
this  purpose  (noting that 2009-10  subscription and  
advertising revenues will offset expenses); 
 

3. increases the mandatory magazine subscription rate 
for Canadian Rotarians from US$12 to US$16 
annually, effective 1 July 2009; 

 
4. requests the director from Canada or the most recent 

director from Canada in Zone 22 (24) to annually 
appoint a five person Canadian editorial advisory 
committee to represent Canadian Rotarians on the 
content of the supplement; 

 
5. requests the general secretary to invite the chair of 

the Canadian Supplement Editorial Advisory Com-
mittee to meetings of the regional magazine editors. 

110. Status of Investments 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Polices section 69.010.15. 
requires the general secretary to report on the status of 
RI investments at each Board meeting. 
 
DECISION: The Board receives the “Flash” invest-
ment report for August 2008. 
 

DECISIONS 111 – 114 
RI Finance Committee Report 

 
The RI Finance Committee met on 6-7 October 2008, in 
Evanston, Illinois, USA, and made several recommen-
dations to the Board. 
 
111. Five-Year Financial Forecast 
 
Statement: The general secretary presented an updated 
five-year financial forecast to reflect actual, unaudited 
figures for 2007-08 and the Board-approved a budget 
for 2008-09. Due to current volatility in financial 
markets, the RI Finance Committee recommended that 
the Board consider restoring the designated investment 
earning reserves to the current cap amount of US$12.0 
million. Forecast assumptions remained unchanged 
except for an increase in RI’s Information Services 
expenses (up to the rate of inflation instead of remaining 
flat) and a decrease in One Rotary Center revenue 
(down US$0.3 million per year for RI’s expected use of 
previously leased space in 2010). 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. receives the revised five-year financial forecast 

attached as Appendix Q; 
 
2. requests the general secretary to update the 2008-09 

Rotary institute five-year financial forecast presen-
tation; 

 
3. designates US$9.4 million to the investment earn-

ings reserve from the undesignated unrestricted net 
assets at 1 July 2008; 

 
4. requests the RI Finance Committee to review the 

investment rate of return assumption used for the 
budget and five-year financial forecast, for report to 
the Board at its June 2009 meeting. 
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112. Proposed Per Capita Dues Increase 
 
Statement: The five-year financial forecast indicated 
that, beginning in 2009-10, RI’s annual operating 
expenses would likely exceed revenues despite the 
Council-approved per capita dues increase of US$1.00 
per year for 2009-10 and 2010-11. While the forecast 
also indicated that the General Surplus Fund appeared 
adequate to cover the forecasted deficit, the Finance 
Committee considered several options—including dues 
increases and cost reductions—for balancing future 
budgets. The committee recommended the Board 
submit a proposed enactment to the 2010 Council that 
would raise per capita dues US$2.00 annually from 
2011-12 through 2013-14. 
 
DECISION: The Board agrees to submit to the 2010 
Council on Legislation the following 

 
PROPOSED ENACTMENT 10- 

 
To increase per capita dues 
 
Proposed by the Board of Directors of RI 

 
IT IS ENACTED by Rotary International that the 
BYLAWS OF ROTARY INTERNATIONAL be and 
hereby are amended as follows (page 240 MOP) 
 
Article 17  Fiscal Matters 
 
17.030. Dues. 
 
17.030.1. Per Capita Dues. 
 
Each club shall pay to RI per capita dues for each of its 
members as follows: US$23.50 per half year in 2007-
2008, US$24.00 per half year in 2008-2009, US$24.50 
per half year in 2009-2010, and US$25.00 per half year 
in 2010-2011, US$26.00 per half year in 2011-2012, 
US$27.00 per half year in 2012-2013, and US$28.00 
per half year in 2013-2014 and thereafter; provided that 
each club shall pay semiannually to RI a minimum of 
US$235.00 in 2007-2008, US$240.00 in 2008-2009, 
US$245.00 in 2009-2010, US$250.00 in 2010-2011, 
US$260.00 in 2011-2012, US$270.00 in 2012-2013, 
and US$280.00 in 2013-2014 and thereafter. Such dues 
shall remain constant until changed by the council on 
legislation. 
 
 
 

113. General Fund’s Investment Policy Statement 
 
Statement: Due to recent volatility in financial markets, 
the RI Finance Committee recommended that the Board 
approve amendments to the Investment Policy State-
ment for RI’s General Fund and a phased reallocation of 
funds in equity markets. 
 
DECISION: The Board  
 
1. amends the Investment Policy Statement for The 

Rotary International General Fund as follows: 
 

• reduce the target allocation to U.S. equities from 
45% to 35%, with a rebalancing range of 30% to 
40%; 

 
• increase the target allocation to non-U.S. equities 

from 15% to 25%, with a rebalancing range of 
20% to 30%; 

 
2. agrees to a phased implementation of increasing the 

allocation to non-U.S. equities over an 18-month 
period once the financial markets stabilize. 

 
114. Risk Management 
 
Statement: The RI Finance Committee noted that there 
is no consistent approach within RI for insuring Rotary 
senior leaders, employees, and volunteers while atten-
ding RI-mandated meetings. It recommended that the 
Board consider developing a policy to ensure RI has a 
consistent risk management strategy for such events. 
 
DECISION:  The Board requests the general secretary 
to review the legal status of and insurance requirements 
for RI-mandated meetings, such as Rotary institutes, 
GETS, PETS, and district conferences, and develop 
guidelines for managing risks associated with these 
events, for report to the Board at its June 2009 meeting.

Statement: The Audit Committee reviewed RI’s audited 
financial statements and recommended that the Board 
accept the external auditor’s report to management 
regarding the 2007-08 audit. 
 
DECISION:  The Board 
 
1. accepts the audited statements and report on Rotary 

International’s financial results for 2007-08 as 
presented to the RI Audit Committee; 

 
2. requests the general secretary to publish an annual 

report in accordance with the RI Bylaws; 
 
3. reaffirms its decision 316, June 2007 to retain the 

auditors to audit the books and records of Rotary 
International for the 2008-09 fiscal year. 

 
116. Rotary Districts with Rotarians with 

Outstanding Financial Obligations to RI 
 
Statement: Rotary Code of Policies section 30.040.8. 
provides that Rotarians with financial obligations to RI 
are not eligible for Rotary appointments or assignments 
that require Board approval until the Audit Committee 
determines that the obligations have been met. The 
committee reviewed a report regarding these obligations 
and recommended that those districts where individual 
Rotarians have outstanding financial obligations to RI 
and/or TRF not be selected to be pilot districts of the 
Future Vision Plan. 
 
DECISION: The Board recommends to the Rotary 
Foundation Trustees that those districts where indivi-
dual Rotarians have outstanding financial obligations to 
RI and/or TRF not be selected to be pilot districts of the 
Future Vision Plan. 
 
117. Recommended Structure for a Stand-Alone 

TRF Audit Committee 
 
Statement: In decision 210, January 2008, the Board 
looked with favor on the possibility of having the RI 
Audit Committee also serve as the audit committee for 
The Rotary Foundation. In June 2008, a joint meeting of 
the TRF Finance Committee and the RI Audit 
Committee agreed that a single audit committee would 
be the preferred structure. The RI Audit Committee 

recommended that the Board submit legislation to the 
2010 Council that would change the terms of reference 
of the RI Audit Committee to include Rotary 
Foundation Trustees and thus serve both bodies. 
 
DECISION:  The Board agrees to submit to the 2010 
Council on Legislation a proposed enactment to amend 
the RI Audit Committee terms of reference, as shown in 
Appendix R, which amends the proposed enactment 
submitted to the Board for consideration at this meeting 
by the Foundation Trustees. 
 
118. International Convention Host Organization 

Committee Financial Reporting 
 
Statement: The Audit Committee reviewed the financial 
report of the Los Angeles convention, which raised 
some questions concerning RI’s financial relationship 
with host organization committees. The committee 
wished to study the matter further.

DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, terminates membership in RI of the Rotary 
Club of Dhaka Capital for refusal to terminate a 
Rotarian who no longer meets membership qual-
ifications as provided in the Constitution of RI, Article 
5. 
 
21. Ballot-by-Mail for Selection of 2010 Council on 

Legislation Representative  
 
Statement:  The governors of districts 2201, 2202, 2203, 
4280, 5300, 7250, and 7500 have requested 
authorization to hold a ballot-by-mail within their 
district instead of convening a nominating committee to 
select their representatives and alternate representatives 
to serve on the 2010 Council on Legislation.  
 
DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, authorizes districts 2201, 2202, 2203, 4280, 
5300, 7250, and 7500 to conduct a ballot-by-mail to 
select their representatives and alternate rep-resentatives 
to serve on the 2010 Council on Legis-lation.  
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22. Modification of District Boundaries – Transfer 
of Clubs  

 
Statement: The Rotary Club of Artigas, Uruguay, and 
the Rotary Club of Artigas Sembrador, Art., Uruguay 
requested a transfer from District 4950 to 4970, both in 
Zone 23 (under new zones alignment). The clubs stated 
that since they share mutual interests with and are 
geographically closer to the clubs in District 4970 than 
clubs in District 4940, they feel it is to the clubs’ 
advantage and best interests to be aligned in District 
4970. Further, the large size of District 4940 makes 
travel to district events difficult. Governors Hugo 
Varisco (District 4940) and Ulises Gallareto (District 
4970) gave their consent to the transfer. 
 
DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, in accordance with Rotary Code of Policies 
section 17.010.4., approves the transfer of the Rotary 
Club of Artigas, Uruguay, and the Rotary Club of 
Artigas Sembrador, Art., Uruguay, from District 4940 to 
District 4970 in Zone 23, effective 1 July 2009.  
 
23. Modification of District Boundaries – Transfer 

of Area with No Clubs 
 
Statement:  The governors of districts 9520 and 9500 
requested a transfer of land in District 9520 to District 
9500, both in Zone 7. The area to be transferred has no 
Rotary clubs. However, the governors of both districts 
agreed that any new clubs formed in this area would be 
better served by District 9500. Governor Peter Ochota 
(District 9520) and Governor Kerry Brandt-Wilson 
(District 9500) gave their consent to the transfer.  
 
DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, in accordance with Rotary Code of Policies 
section 17.010.4., modifies the boundaries of districts 
9520 and 9500 in Zone 7, effective 1 July 2008, so that 
new boundary descriptions are as follows:  
 
District 9500 New Boundary:

South Australian border to the main road from Walker 
Flat to Mt Pleasant and north of a line consisting of :- 
this road west through Angas Valley, Mt Pleasant, 
Birdwood, Gumeracha to Gorge Road south-west along 
Gorge Road through Cudlee Creek and Castambul to 
the eastern boundary of the City of Campbelltown, 
north along that boundary to the River Torrens, south-
west along the River Torrens to Hackney Road, south 

along Hackney Road, Dequetteville Terrace and 
Fullarton Road to Greenhill Road, west along Greenhill 
Road to Anzac Highway, south-west along Anzac 
Highway to the Sturt River, north-west along the Sturt 
River to Anderson Avenue, west along Anderson 
Avenue extended to the Gulf of St Vincent; plus 
Kangaroo Island; and that portion of the Northern 
Territory south of the 21st degree of latitude. 
 
District 9520 New Boundary: 
 
AUSTRALIA  -  That part of SOUTH AUSTRALIA, 
north of latitude 35º 46’S, east of longitude 139° 21’E 
and south of a line commencing on the main road from 
Walker Flat to Mt Pleasant where the line at longitude 
139° 21’E intersects that road, then west on that road 
through Angas Valley, Mt Pleasant, Birdwood, 
Gumeracha to Gorge Road, south-west along Gorge 
Road through Cudlee Creek and Castambul to the 
eastern boundary of the City of Campbelltown, north 
along that boundary to the River Torrens, south-west

Moulamein, excluding that portion within a twenty 
kilometre radius of Moulamein Post Office, and north of 
latitude 35°S; and that part of QUEENSLAND, west of 
longitude 145° 15’E and south of latitude 27° 52’ 30”S.

Statement:  The Rotary club of Alexandria-El Nozha, 
Egypt, District 2450, Zone 10, which is located in the 
predominantly Muslim community of Alexandria, 
petitioned the Board to authorize the suspension of 
regular club meetings during the month of Ramadan 
beginning 1 September 2008 and ending 30 September 
2008. 
 
DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, in accordance with Rotary Code of Policies 
section 31.030.8., authorizes the Rotary Club of 
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Alexandria-El Nozha, Egypt, District 2450 to suspend 
regular club meetings during the month of Ramadan 
beginning 1 September 2008 and ending 30 September 
2008. 
 
25. Termination of Membership in Rotary 

International for Noncompliance of Grants 
Reporting  

 
Statement:  Under the terms of the delegation of 
authority by the Board, the general secretary may 
terminate the charters of clubs due to noncompliance of 
grant reporting.  
 
DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, in accordance with The Rotary Foundation 
Code of Policies section 9.010.5.1. term-inates the 
membership in RI of the following Rotary clubs:

DECISION:  The Board, the general secretary acting on 
its behalf, terminates as of 1 July 2008 the membership 
in RI of the following Rotary clubs for non-payment of 
per capita dues and other financial obligations to RI, 
and declares the charters issued to these clubs to be null 
and void, which charters are to be canceled upon their 
surrender to RI. This decision includes the period 1 
January  through 31 October 2008 and comprises 245 
clubs with 4,276 members owing US$121,542.12.

27.  Youth Exchange as Multidistrict Activity – 

Districts 3480 and 3500 
 
Statement: In accordance with the policy established by 
the Board with respect to multidistrict activities, the 
governors of districts 3480 and 3500 requested the 
Board’s approval to change the name and structure of 
the established multidistrict Youth Exchange activities. 
The governors confirmed that more than the necessary 
two-thirds of Rotary clubs in their districts approve the 
requested change to this multidistrict activity.

3480 and 3500, subject to the activities being organized 
and conducted in accordance with established policy 
concerning multidistrict activities. 
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
