RRIMC Program to dissolve from 1
July 2010 ¢

Rotarians will soon gain a new resource — someone who will
be well-versed in the many programs of Rotary International
and knowledgeable about Rotary club and district best prac-
tices.

RI President-elect Ray Klinginsmith believes Rotary coordina-
tors will provide a vital link between Rl and clubs. That new
resource will be a Rotary coordinator (RC).

Adopted by the RI Board of Directors at its November meeting,

the program will launch on 1 July. Klinginsmith is appointing
the initial 41 RCs, who will serve the same geographical re-
gions as the regional Rotary Foundation coordinators
(RRFCs), with at least one RC serving each Rotary zone.

Clubs
will also find RCs to be a valuable resource in determining how
to meet the annual requirements for the Presidential Citation,
Klinginsmith says.
