Membership Development and Extension Award (MDEA) 
After 15 May, each District Governor is asked to report the following information to RI: 
� The Club in the District with the highest growth rate (percentage) 
� The Club in the District that inducted the most new members 
� The Club n the District with the highest retention rate (percentage) 
� Clubs that sponsored a new Club 
Each of these Clubs receives a recognition certificate signed by the RI President.

RI Recognition of Smaller Club Membership Growth 
Recognition of Smaller Club Membership Growth certificates will be awarded to Clubs in the 
following three (3) categories that meet their membership goal during the 1 July – 15 May 
time frame: 

Club Category Membership Goal 
Fewer than 10 members At least 10 members 

10-14 members At least 15 members 
15-19 members At least 20 members 

The District Governor can submit the names of all qualifying Clubs to RI from 16 May to 30
